To show what the subject does on a regular basis.

(Natural,social,personal events or actions taking place regularly in present)

2) Sameer writes a letter.

4) A stone comes back to ground even after we toss it high with a huge force.

5) Nature,quality,state, profession.
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Subject + aml/is/are + adjective/noun.
